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IN-CENTRE HAEMODIALYSIS

Haemodialysis (HD] filters your

blood using a machine and a synthetic
membrane, called a dialyzer. In-centre
HD is performed at a scheduled time
in a hospital or dialysis clinic, under
the close supervision of a clinician.

IN-CENTRE HD

PERITONEAL DIALYSIS

Peritoneal dialysis (PD) uses dialysis
fluid and the lining of your abdomen,
called the peritoneal membrane,

to filter your blood inside your body.
PD can be performed in your own
home daily.

PD AT HOME

Not needed
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The choice of treatment should always be an discussion between you and your healthcare team.
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HOME HAEMODIALYSIS

Haemodialysis (HD] filters your blood
using a machine and a synthetic
membrane, called a dialyzer.

Like PD, HD can be performed in
your own home, between 3-6 times
per week.
